° On the 11th hour, of the 11th day, of the 11th month in 1918, the Armistice was signed
between the Allied nations and the German Empire, ending the hostilities of the Great War.
100 years on, Cambridge will commemorate with an Armistice parade in Victoria Street,
followed by the Armistice commemorative service on the plaza outside the Cambridge Town
Hall and laying of wreaths at the Cenotaph.
